The first phase of our five-year BFA programme has since been successfully completed in six precincts. Where 
feasible, ramps fitted with handrails have been built, kerbs have been made level with the surrounding 
ground and tactile tiles installed at footpaths leading to service roads and crossings to guide the visually 
handicapped. Work on Phase II of the BFA master plan will start in the next financial year at another 12 
precincts.
