2) HONG KAH TOWN RENEWAL PLAN

Our Town is set for further enhancement and transformation with $638 million worth of projects planned
over the next five years by our Town Council and various government agencies. Residents learnt this
exciting news at the launch of our first-ever Hong Kah Town Renewal Plan in April 2006, a master plan
detailing the shape of things to come in our estates. Improved infrastructure, upgrading of schools,
rejuvenation of the older estates and new community facilities are in the pipeline.

Our Town Council alone will spend about $20 million on improvement projects and $100 million on cyclical
works. Two guiding concepts will be healthy lifestyle and multi-racial interaction. As we get older, health
becomes a top concern for most. We will build more sport facilities such as fitness stations, jogging
tracks, basketball courts and street soccer courts — essentially bringing sports to residents’ doorstep. We
also aim to help strengthen our multi-racial social fabric by providing facilities that serve as meeting points

for residents, thereby promoting interaction and enhancing ties.
