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4) CYCLICAL MAINTENANCE

In order to keep our estates in good repair, our cyclical maintenance is estimated to cost about $100
million over five years. In financial year 06/07, the bulk of the funds went towards repairs and
redecoration works, which amounted to $8.23 million, benefiting 79 blocks in our estates. Another
$6.35 million and $2.31 million were used for rewiring and re-roofing works respectively for 120
blocks. Other cyclical works included the replacement of centralised refuse chute systems, pumps and
hoisting ropes and main sheaves for the lifts, among other works.
